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Directions

From the east leave the A55 at junction 9. At the first 
roundabout, follow signs for Bangor, then, having 
crossed over the main road, take the last exit at the 
second roundabout (a right turn) and follow this road 
around to the right until you come to a T-Junction with 
Penrhos Road.

From the south follow the A487 towards Bangor until 
you reach the junction with the A55.

TRANSPORT
