Location and Transport
Just a short drive from the A39 Atlantic 
Highway and a stone’s throw from the 
A3070, Holsworthy is very well situated 
for an easy commute or trip to Bideford 
and Barnstaple. Access to reliable and 
frequent transport links via an extensive 
local bus network to destinations including 
Exeter, Bude, Bideford, Launceston and 
Barnstaple make Holsworthy very well 
connected. The nearest large town is 
Bude, less than a 10 mile drive away, 
followed by Launceston at just over  
13 miles away.

Leisure and Entertainment
Holsworthy town enjoys a thriving 
farmers market every Wednesday in the 
busy Market Square. Several inns, cafes 
and tearooms can also be found in the 
town centre.  

Holsworthy Golf Club is less than  
2 miles from Clifton Heights, and there 
are a variety of leisure clubs and sports 
teams operating from the Holsworthy 
Leisure Centre, which also boasts a 25 
metre heated indoor pool.  The town also 
has a library within walking distance of 
Clifton Heights.

Schools and Colleges
Just a 5 minute walk from Holsworthy 
Primary School and Holsworthy 
Community College, Clifton Heights is 
an ideal location for those seeking access 
to a range of primary and secondary 
school options.

Shopping
Holsworthy town has a variety of small 
shops, independent retailers, banks and 
supermarkets that cluster around the 
Market Square including Lloyds Pharmacy, 
Natwest, Waitrose, Boots and Spar.  
Atlantic Village designer outlet is just 20 
miles away in Bideford.

Close to the border of Cornwall and 
only 9 miles from the beautiful sandy 
beaches of Bude and nearby Widemouth 
Bay, Holsworthy is set within the rolling 
green hills of North Devon.

How to get there

From Cornwall: Follow the A30 to 
Western Road in Launceston, take 
the exit towards A388 signposted 
Launceston/Holsworthy/Bude, and 
keep left at the fork following signs 
for Town Centre/Newport and turn 
onto Western Road which turns 
left to become St Thomas Road. 
Continue onto the A388, then take 
3rd exit at the roundabout onto 
Dunston Road before turning onto 
Western Road/A3072 and taking  
a slight right onto Trewyn Road. 

From M5: By road, exit at junction 
31 following the A30 to Bodmin/
Okehampton, continuing along A30 
before taking the turning signposted 
Tavistock/Plymouth/Holsworthy, and 
turning right at the fork following 
signs for Bideford/Okehampton. 
Continue down the A386, take 1st 
exit onto A3079 before continuing over 
the roundabout at Halwill Junction. 
After continuing down A3079, turn left 
onto A3072 signposted Holsworthy, 
slight right turn onto Waterloo Road, 
continue over the roundabout onto 
Sanders’ Lane before turning right 
onto Victoria Hill and taking a slight 
right onto Trewyn Road.
